❖ SisStar you must worship God in spirit and in truth!   

❖ SisStar you must adjust your mind and understand that truth is not in your 

intellect.  

❖ You receive truth in your spirit, and then you adjust your mind. 

❖ If you can adjust your thinking to agree with the truth you’ve received you 

change your mind.  

❖ Remember Rom 12: 1- it’s your filtering system that allows you to be 

transformed by the renewing of your mind!  

❖ Worship means= to place value and to deem something as worthy of your 

praise.  

❖ SisStar you honor God by worshipping him and acknowledging his worthiness.  

❖ God is the aseity- which means he is entirely self-sufficient! He’s eternal! God 

is independent! God is omnipotent! God is omnipresent! God is omniscient!  

❖ SisStar God is enough and has been since the beginning of time!  

❖ SisStar what value have you placed on God in your life!  

❖ If you proclaim that God is your everything than he should be worthy of all 

your praise!  

❖ All throughout the Bible you can discover that God is worthy of all the praise!  

❖ Prov3:5-6= Acknowledge God in all things and he will direct your path and 

deliver on his promises!  

❖ When God delivers on his promises you can’t help but to open your mouth and 

praise!  

❖ Rev 4:11- Speaks about how worthy God is of all of our praise!  

❖ SisStar your praise is an outward expression for the inner joy and adoration you 

have for God!  
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❖ Praise first appears in Gensis 29:35 where the Bible says “she conceived and 

said “Now will I praise the Lord” and she called him Judah(Which means 

praise) 

❖ Leah went through hardships and when she fixed her focus on God she was able 

to send praise to God.  

❖ SisStar true praise comes from worship!  

❖ You can’t praise unless you worship; God gave man the ability to choose 

whether or not they would worship or praise.  

❖ SisStar because worship and praise are intertwined your outward expression 

must match your inner position.  

❖ Worship is your adoration; praise is the outward expression you give when you 

realize the deity that is God!  

❖ SisStar is God worth your praise?  

❖ Is your knowledge of God such that you understand his worthiness to receive 

praise?  

❖ Do you have sufficient reason to praise God?  

❖ SisStar whatever you value is what you will give your praise and adoration too.  

❖ Praise God everyday you are alive and thank him for his wonderful and
